2. Fasting the Day of 'Ashura

First:  Muslims were ordered to
fast in the day od 'Ashura.
Second: Fasting in the Day of
'‘Ashura became optional.
Third: Abandoning the fast on the
Day of 'Ashura.




First: Mohammad ordered Muslims to
fast on the day of ‘Ashura’ since the
Jews fast on that day.

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Narrated Ibn ‘'Abbas
The Prophet came to Medina and saw the
Jews fasting on the day of Ashura. He
asked them about that. They replied, "This
is a good day, the day on which Allah
rescued Bani Israel from their enemy. So,
Moses fasted this day." The Prophet said,
"We have more claim over Moses than you.'
So, the Prophet fasted on that day and
ordered (the Muslims) to fast (on that

day).

Second: Fasting on the Day of ‘Ashura
became optional

Narrated 'Aisha:

Allah's Apostle ordered (the Muslims)
to fast on the day of 'Ashura’, and
when fasting in the month of
Ramadan was prescribed, it became
optional for one to fast on that day

('Ashura') or not.

Third: Abandoning the Fast of Day of
‘Ashura

- Narrated Ibn 'Umar:

+ The Prophet observed the fast on the 10th
of Muharram ('Ashura), and ordered
(Muslims) to fast on that day, but when the
fasting of the month of Ramadan was
prescribed, the fasting of the 'Ashura’ was
abandoned. 'Abdullah did not use to fast on
that day unless it coincided with his routine
fasting by chance.

Second: Expelling the Jews and Christian
from Al-Hijaz.

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- Narrated Ibn 'Umar

Umar expelled the Jews and the Christians from
Hijaz. When Allah's Apostle had conquered
Khaibar, he wanted to expel the Jews from it as
its land became the property of Allah, His Apostle,
and the Muslims. Allah's Apostle intended to expel
the Jews but they requested him to let them stay
there on the condition that they would do the labor
and get half of the fruits. Allah's Apostle told
them, "We will let you stay on thus condition, as
long as we wish." So, they (i.e. Jews) kept on living
there until 'Umar forced them to go towards
Taima' and Ariha'.

Killing and Exiling of the Jews

Narrated Ibn Umar

Bani An-Nadir and Bani Quraiza fought (against
the Prophet violating their peace treaty), so the
Prophet exiled Bani An-Nadir and allowed Bani
Quraiza to remain at their rlaces (in Medina)
taking nothing from them ftill they fought against
the Prophet again) . He then killed their men and
distributed their women, children and property
among the Muslims, but some of them came to the
Prophet and he granted them safef}, and they
embraced Islam. He exiled all the Jews from
Medina. They were the Jews of Bani Qainuqa’,
the tribe of ' Abdullah bin Salam and the Jews of
Bani Haritha and all the other Jews of Medina.

Narrated Abu Sa'id Al-Khudri

When the tribe of Bani Quraiza was ready to
accept Sad's judgment, Allah's Apostle sent for
Sad who was near to him. Sad came, riding a
donkey and when he came near, Allah's Apostle said
(to the Ansar), "Stand up for your leader."” Then
Sad came and sat beside Allah's Apostle who said
to him. "These people are ready to accept your
judgment." Sad said, "I give the judgment that
their warriors should be killed and their children
and women should be taken as prisoners." The
Prophet then remarked, "O Sad! You have judged
amongst them with (or similar to) the judgment of

the King Allah."

The wives of the Pro?he‘l' used to go to Al-
Manasi, a vast open place (near Bagia at
Medina) to answer the call of nature at night.
'Umar used to say to the Prophet “Let your
wives be veiled," but Allah's Apostle did not do
so. One night Sauda bint Zam'a the wife of the
Prophet went out at 'Isha’ time and she was a
tall lady. 'Umar addressed her and said, "I
have recognized you, O Sauda." He said so, as
he desired eagerly that the verses of Al-Hijab
(the observing of veils by the Muslim women)l
may be reveadled. So Allah revealed the verses
of "Al-Hijab" (A complete body cover excluding
the eyes).

The Women (4:34)

Men are the maintainers of women because
Allah has made some of them to excel others

them alone in the sleeping-places and beat
them; then if they obey you, do not seek a

Men may marry up to four women

The Women (4:3)

If ye fear that ye shall not be able to deal
justly with the orphans, Marry women of your
choice, Two or three or four; but if ye fear
that ye shall not be able to deal justly (with
them), then only one, or (a captive) that your
right hands possess, that will be more
suitable, to prevent you from doing injustice.




The male has twice the share of the
female in inheritance

The Women (4:176)

They ask thee for a legal decision. Say: Allah
directs (thus) about those who leave no descendants
or ascendants as heirs. If it is a man that dies,
leaving a sister but no child, she shall have half the
inheritance: If (such a deceased was) a woman, who
left no child, Her brother takes her inheritance: If
there are two sisters, they shall have two-thirds of
the inheritance (between them): if there are
brothers and sisters, (they share), the male having
twice the share of the female. Thus doth Allah make
clear to you (His law), lest ye err. And Allah hath
knowledge of all things.
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Women are as tilth unto their
husbands. Husbands can approach
them when or how they will.

The Caw (2:223)

Your wives are as a tilth unto you: so
approach your tilth when or how ye
will; but do some good act for your
souls beforehand; and fear Allah. And
know that ye are to meet Him (in the
Hereafter), and give (these) good
tidings to those who believe.
