There is room for note taking at the back 
of this booklet in addition to a small amount of space next to each reading 
assignment to note certain verses that have special impact or meaning. 

I hope this program will be a help to you as you grow in commitment 
and service to your Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.

A simple guide is to take a 
passage of Scripture, praise God who gives His Word, thank Him for what 
it means to you, confess where your life does not conform to His Word, and 
ask His help to obey Him in specific ways.
